Recruitment Poster Assignment

The white blood cells (leukocytes) of the body function within the body’s immune system to protect us against foreign ‘invaders’ such as malignant tumors, bacteria, and viruses. There are several different types of white blood cells which respond to different threats and in different ways: Use your textbook to help you!
· Neutrophils (The Marines) – Engulf small particles. First to arrive on scene.

· Eosinophils (The Air Force) – Kill parasites and help control allergic reactions.

· Basophils (The Navy) – Help relieve inflammation by keeping blood fluid.

· Monocytes (The Army) – Largest blood cell. Devour large particles.

· Lymphocytes (The Reserves) – Live for years. Coordinate immune response.
  


You will pick one branch of the white blood cells armed forces. Within your branch you will work as a recruitment officer to find committed white blood cells that are willing to join your ranks. As a recruitment officer it is your mission to find the best candidates to fulfill positions needed within your branch of the armed forces. It is also your duty to explain the position within your branch, the necessary skills required for the position, and the activities that will be performed by new recruits.


Requirements for Poster:

· Information on size, percentage make-up of blood, lifespan and other physical characteristics of white blood cells in your branch
· Description of duties, functions, and activities of white blood cells in your branch

· Diagram, picture, or other artwork that depicts white blood cells in your branch
